GUIDELINES FOR SUBMISSION TO THE USASBE 2011 DEVELOPMENTAL TRACK

The Developmental Track is designed for papers that are "not quite ready for prime time".  In other words, papers have been written and are fairly well along, but not yet ready for publication. In many cases individuals fail to gain full developmental improvements for a particular manuscript due to the general format of the review process and relying on a small number of reviewers’ suggestions. Also, many authors fail to receive any developmental improvements on a manuscript due to not submitting it because the manuscript is not complete.

As a part of the Developmental Paper Track, authors will be paired with experienced researchers to present and discuss their papers and to receive feedback that will help them prepare their work for publication.  Our objective is to increase your scholarly productivity and to help you move up the research curve more quickly.  You will receive suggestions regarding appropriate outlets (journals) for your work as well as directions for future research activities.

To qualify for the developmental paper track, authors should have a manuscript that, at a minimum, includes an introduction, review of prior research, statement of the research question, and at least preliminary analytical work, findings, and conclusions.  If the developmental paper is in the format of a case study, it should be developed to a similar extent within the framework case study organization.  We will not accept abstracts only or 1-2 page descriptions of an anticipated paper.  

Papers or cases that were submitted through the regular submission process and did not meet the publication standards of an individual track, but, that the review process indicated developmental potential will be invited to include their work in the developmental track. Submission through this regular process will allow authors to receive extensive reviewer comments prior to the meeting as well as the informal discussion at the conference.
Authors can submit a paper or case that they know is not ready for publication but would like to be considered for the developmental track can submit their work directly to the track for consideration. Using the direct submission to the developmental track will not allow for extensive comments from reviewers—this will be accomplished in the informal setting of the conference.
Papers and cases will be grouped by the Developmental Track Chair and the Program Chair for round table discussions with others as close as possible to the same research stream.
At least one author must agree to present the work in order for the paper or case to be included in the program. In addition, Authors will be asked to provide a 100 word abstract to be included in the Proceedings.
The direct submission deadline to the Developmental Track is 10 October, 2010. Acceptance letters for both the direct submission to the developmental track as well as papers recommended for the developmental track through the regular submission process will be October 29, 2010.
How to Submit

To submit your developmental paper or case, please email support@usasbe.org no later than 10 October, 2010 (11:59 pm Eastern Time) with the following information:

· A 100 word abstract.

· The type of manuscript (empirical paper/theoretical paper/Case Study)

· Full names and email addresses of all co-authors, in the author they need to be listed on the submission

· The developmental paper or case in Ms-Word or Rich Text format (please note that we do require more than just an abstract even for consideration to the developmental track) 

You will receive a confirmation email when your manuscript has been received and entered into the system.
