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HILTON HEAD ISLAND AREA FACTS

LOCATION

Hilton Head Island is a foot-shaped barrier island located off the Atlantic Coast of South
Carolina, approximately 45 miles (72 km) north of Savannah, Ga., 90 miles (145 km)
south of Charleston, S.C., and 30 miles (48 km) south of historic Beaufort, S.C. The 12-
mile (19 km) long and 5-mile (8 km) wide island was the first Eco-planned destination in
the United States.

GEOGRAPHY

Lying on the Intracoastal Waterway, Hilton Head Island encompasses 42 square miles
(68 sg. km) of semi-tropical, Low Country geography. The Island's pristine natural
environment offers a relaxing, hospitable atmosphere with subtle signage and no neon
lights. Fertile salt marshes, networks of lagoons and creeks, forests of moss-draped oaks,
magnolias, pines, palmettos and 12 miles (19 km) of sandy beaches are interspersed with
championship golf courses, tennis courts, fine restaurants and luxurious hotels, resorts
and private villa accommodations.

CLIMATE
Warmed year-round by the Gulf Stream, the Island's average daytime temperature is a
mild 70°F (21°C). The average annual ocean temperature is 69°F (20°C).

POPULATION
Approx. 31,000 permanent residents
2.5 million visitors annually

ACCOMMODATIONS

Hilton Head Island has an array of accommodations, from luxurious resorts and full-
service hotels to exclusive beachfront villas equipped with private swimming pools and
tennis courts to a quaint bed and breakfast in the heart of town. Accommodation options
include more than 6,000 villas; 3,000 hotel/motel rooms; 1,000 timeshare units; 22
properties offering meetings and convention facilities; two RV resorts and one
campground (off-Island).

DINING

There are over 250 restaurants on Hilton Head Island, ranging from fast-food to gourmet.
Dining venues include all types of major ethnic cuisine, including French, German,
Italian, Caribbean, Japanese, Greek, Chinese, Thai and Mexican. For those with a milder
palate, the Island also offers great All-American and southern-style fare as well as
famous local seafood.

SHOPPING

More than 200 shops are located on Hilton Head Island, from elegant boutiques and art
galleries to an indoor mall with major department stores and specialty shops. The Island
also has two outlet malls featuring designer brands at a significant savings.

There is a reason why residents and returning visitors to Hilton Head Island
affectionately refer to the destination as "The Golf Island.” In fact, the game of golf has
been a Lowcountry tradition since the first Scottish immigrants to South Carolina
organized America's first golf club in 1786. Today, there are more than 20 championship
public-access courses located on Hilton Head Island, four of which consistently rank
among the nation's Top 100 in key golf publications.

With its sub-tropical climate, sunny skies and lush green fairways, the destination boasts
a year-round golf season. Golf enthusiasts will delight in the wide and scenic fairways of
the Island's courses, created by golf's most preeminent architects. George and Tom Fazio,
Arthur Hills, Rees and Robert Trent Jones, Pete Dye, Jack Nicklaus, Arnold Palmer,
George Cobb, Gary Player, Fuzzy Zoeller and Willard Byrd have all left their distinctive
mark on the championship courses, which see 1,000,000 rounds of golf annually and
generate revenues for Beaufort County of over $77 million each year.

For years, golfers of all skill levels have found that Hilton Head Island is a great place to
perfect their putts and improve their swings. In fact, all of the Island's public, resort and
private clubs offer both group and individual lessons from certified golf-instruction
professionals. Most clinics are offered on an hourly, daily or weekly basis and cover all
aspects of the game, including warm-up, swing techniques, putting and other short-game
skills and course strategy. Women golfers who are looking to improve their games can
enroll in "For Women Only" golf school at Palmetto Dunes or LPGA pro Inez Long's
clinic at Island West Golf Club.

While there is an amazing amount of golf to be played at Hilton Head Island, there are
also a number of prestigious tournaments and special events held every year. Perhaps the
most celebrated tournament is The Verizon Heritage Classic, featuring the biggest names
on the PGA Tour circuit and a substantial purse of $4 million. Every Labor Day
weekend, the Island proudly holds the Celebrity Golf Tournament, a fun-filled event with
celebrity players from the world of sports, television, movies and music. Later in the fall,
Hilton Head Island hosts the Golf World/Palmetto Dunes Collegiate Invitational, a
popular tournament showcasing the next generation of golfing greats.

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Bluffton & Beyond

The Town of Bluffton is situated on a high bluff overlooking the pristine May River, source of
the world-famous Bluffton oysters. This historic riverfront community still welcomes visitors
with as much charm and vibrancy as it did in its antebellum heyday. Its location was prized by
Lowcountry planters and their families as a refuge from the harsh plantation environment of
mosquitoes and heat. The high bluffs welcomed strong, southerly breezes that kept yellow fever
infection at bay and dispelled sultry summer doldrums.

Bluffton was the first town developed in southern Beaufort County. The town’s reputation as a
summer resort village helped it grow into a commercial center, welcoming packet ship trade
between Hilton Head Island and Savannah.

The rich history of the area includes native American Yemassee Indians and the Lords
Proprietors of the Carolinas. From the Revolutionary War to the Civil War, the region is full of
history lessons. A hotbed for political rhetoric in the 1840's and '50's, cries of secession were first
given serious voice and debate in Bluffton.

After incorporation in 1852, the town continued to grow. Then came the Civil War. Initially
raided and scavenged in the early days of the conflict by Union forces occupying Hilton Head
Island, Bluffton was finally shelled and burned in 1863. The Heyward House, Campbell Chapel
AME Church and the Church of the Cross were among 17 structures to escape destruction. These
three historic buildings and seven other houses can be seen today in the Town's Historic District.

The Heyward House, an outstanding 1840's example of early Carolina farmhouse style, is the
Town's official Welcome Center. It is open Wednesday-Saturday, 10 a.m.-3 p.m. and is a great
place to start your docent or self-guided tour of the House and of the National Register Historic
District along with the thriving, vibrant arts community. The Bluffton Old Town Merchants
Society invites you to discover the many delightful retail shops, art and antique galleries and
restaurants with Southern regional cuisine along Calhoun Street and the surrounding Old Town.
A trip to Bluffton is not complete without a visit to Bluffton's tallest potter, Jacob Preston.

See South Carolina's oldest and continuous oyster shucking facility at the Bluffton Oyster
Company and Community Park along the May River. Or enjoy contemplative moments at
Bluffton's Riverfront Pocket Park and Garden, a living example of the Bluffton Overlay
Protection District.
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VACATION FITNESS
A Vacation for Those Who Just Can’t Relax

Hilton Head Island is stocked full of fitness activities for land and sea lovers alike. Ideally
situated on the Intracoastal Waterway, a 1,200-mile stretch of well-marked channels and
passages running along the Eastern Seaboard from New England to Florida, the Island’s share of
this spectacular seascape is marked by white sandy beaches, tree-shaded land, open seas and
miles of small inlets and channels, bordered by wide-open savannahs of salt marsh. The
temperate climate and Gulfstream-warmed waters enable travelers of many interests to explore
the Island’s beautiful waterways and take advantage of a fabulous array of both land and
watersports year-round.

Cycleldland
Visitors can keep the cars parked during their stay on Hilton Head Island! One of the most
popular activities while visiting is cycling. With miles of both paved and dirt paths covering the
Island, there isn’t a place visitors can’t go with their bikes, including the 12 miles of sandy
beaches.

Cycling is not limited to the sand and trails on Hilton Head Island. Water bikes, also known as
aquatrikes, are available for rent at many of the public and private beaches. Visitors can feel the
unique sensation of riding atop waves as they pedal across the surface of the Atlantic Ocean.

The Island also boasts a multitude of rental companies offering bikes of all shapes and sizes,
including attachable children’s tandem bikes, kiddie carts, carriages and children’s seats. Some
rental companies even offer online advance ordering so that bikes and accessories are ready for
pick-up upon arrival.

For visitors who don’t stray far from the gym, Hilton Head Island is the perfect vacation spot.
Many of the Island hotels, resorts and villa rentals offer state-of-the-art fitness equipment or
access to the nearest gym.



For the sports enthusiasts, some of the most enjoyable competition can be found on the fairways,
beaches, baseball diamonds, waterways and tennis courts in the Hilton Head Island area. The
possibilities for play range from kayaking, to beach volleyball, to playing the finest fairways in

America. And for sports with a more competitive edge, try a triathlon, a marathon, a soccer
game or a tennis tournament. Other sports that can be played locally include basketball, beach
cricket, billiards, boccie ball, bowling, croguet, equestrian, frisbee golf, gymnastics, lacrosse,
racquetball, rugby, soccer, softball, swimming and ultimate frisbee.

Sail Away
At all of the Island’s nine public marinas, visitors will find first-class facilities providing a
variety of boat rentals, from a sporty Sunfish to a sleek 70-foot yacht, in addition to dockage, wet
and dry storage, launch facilities, supplies and fuel. Several of the marinas also provide fresh
water, telephones, cable television hook-up, shower facilities, fitness centers, saunas and laundry
rooms.

Visitors also can book excursion tours such as dolphin-watching cruises, shopping/lunch cruises
to Savannah, sightseeing trips, group fishing, sailing charters and overnight sails at any of Hilton
Head Island’s major marinas. Both private and group sailing instruction is offered for children
and adults of all skill levels.

Canoe and kayak rentals and instruction are available for those who want to explore the Island’s
creeks, marshes and inlets along Calibogue Sound. Outside Hilton Head offers a year-round
kayaking school led by an expert staff of ACA Certified instructors, as well as guided tours and
day and overnight trips to destinations such as Cumberland and Pritchards Islands. Lucky
kayakers might even catch a glimpse of a bottle nose dolphin during their ocean outing.

Go Fish
In the warm ocean waters around Hilton Head Island, anglers can catch snapper, grouper,
kingfish, cobia, bluefish, spot tail bass, swordfish and shark, while flounder, sea trout and
crokers are found inshore. A license is needed for both saltwater and freshwater fishing in South
Carolina.

Active visitors can enjoy recreational activities both above and below the water’s surface. Those
with an adventurous spirit can check out spectacular views of the Island from high above the
water while parasailing, and those who want to explore the mysteries of the ocean can dive or
snorkel with the Island Scuba Club. Waterskiing, jetskiing, windsurfing and surfing also are
available for wind and water enthusiasts.

Gullah Culture Year-Round

Originally descended from African slaves who worked the Southern plantations, the
Gullah people of the Lowcountry and nearby coastal areas of South Carolina and Georgia
are the most culturally distinctive African-American population in the United States. In
addition to a special language (a Creole blend of European and African tongues), the
Gullah people developed a unique culture based on folktales, superstitions and a distinct
cuisine which shaped generations of families living on Hilton Head Island and in the
Lowcountry today. Visitors to the Island during the month of February can attend the

annual Native Islander Gullah Celebration, a spirited festival that features the arts, crafts,
history, music and food of the Gullah people. Other opportunities to experience Gullah
culture on Hilton Head Island year-round include Gullah-N-Gechee Mahn Tours (843-
838-7516); Gullah Heritage Trail Tours (843-681-7066); Hallelujah Singers (843-525-
6129); and Lowcountry Artists Guild (843-846-0044).

Arts & Cultural Activities for the Whole Family

The Arts Center of Coastal Carolina is a multi-million-dollar fine arts facility which
showcases some of the country's most renowned visual and performing artists in a variety
of events throughout the year. Broadway-style theatre, pop, jazz and classical concerts,
children's events and gallery exhibitions are among the enriching, family-friendly
experiences offered at the center.

In addition to the Arts Center of Coastal Carolina, families seeking new learning
experiences can visit the Coastal Discovery Museum located at historic Honey Horn. It
features a hands-on interactive museum and walking tours that highlight the Island's
history, ecology and cultural heritage. Children will delight in the Museum's exhibits,
which include live animals, dioramas and historical replicas. Visitors of all ages will
enjoy the museum'’s beach and nature walks, dolphin cruises, Civil War and Gullah
heritage tours, conservation programs and renowned archaeological research.

GULLAH CULTURE ISNOTHING SHORT OF UPLIFTING

HILTON HEAD ISLAND, SC -- Although it had its origins in slavery, the history and culture
of the inhabitants that call Hilton Head Island and the Lowcountry coastal region of South
Carolina “home” is an inspiration to all Americans. Living simply just as they did more than a
hundred years ago, these people, whose ancestors are known as the Gullah [pronounced \'gs —
I3\], subscribe to high religion and the celebration of spiritual redemption in leading their daily
lives.

Historical Perspective

The original Gullah were African slaves who were shipped across the Atlantic from West Africa
to work the cotton plantations of the South. While plantation owners built their fortunes upon
slave labor, the slaves were able to create something of their own -- the unique culture that is
now known as Gullah. With that culture came a thriving mix of language, folktales and
superstition, a mix that has shaped generations of families who live on Hilton Head Island and in
the Lowcountry today.

Plantation owners originally built Praise Houses as a means of social control. The Praise
Houses, however, proved to be the base upon which the Gullah founded their culture, providing
a central place for spiritual guidance and group leadership. Religion, a blend of both the
ideologies of the Baptist Church and African heritage, became and today remains the very basis
of Gullah culture. In fact, the Gullah often express time in terms of before or after they “had
sense,” referring to the time of completion of membership in the Church and the Praise House.

In commemoration of this achievement the new member is immersed in water, clothed in new
garments and invited to partake in communion with the other “true believers” of the Church. In
order to articulate their spiritual lives, the Gullah often participate in the “shout,” an adaptation
of the West African ring dance performed counter-clockwise to joyous handclapping and foot
stomping. Only “true believers” may participate in the “shout.”

The religion of Gullah also is deeply rooted in superstition. For example, most island graveyards
are located near water to ensure that spirits will travel back to Africa to be among ancestors. The
Gullah often place broken dishes, shells, water pitchers and shiny objects on graves to prevent



the deceased from returning from the dead to look for former personal belongings, and even
children are passed over the caskets of deceased relatives for protection against future harm.

The Gullah culture is kept alive through vivid storytelling in the native tongue of Gullah, a
dialect that appears to be a combination of a variety of African languages and English.
Forbidden by plantation owners to speak their native tongue, the African slaves developed the
dialect out of necessity by incorporating broken English with African words. The Gullah dialect
survives today as a “creolized” version of English. Through passionate prayers, sermons and
tales, the Gullah remember their past and look toward the future preservation of their culture; a
culture distinguished by the crafts of sweet grass basket weaving, boat building and quilting.
Remnants of the past, including old churches and once segregated school houses, are well-
preserved and legally protected since the 1991 passage of an ordinance prohibiting the
destruction or looting of archaeological or historical sites. In fact, native islander communities
comprise nearly 3,000 acres of Hilton Head Island.
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THE BIRTH OF HILTON HEAD ISLAND

In 1663, English sea captain William Hilton landed on Hilton Head Island and, thus, the
seeds of the first successful plantations were sown. Commissioned by a group of
Barbados planters to find new land on which to plant sugar and indigo, Hilton soon
claimed the Island in the name of the British Crown.

Hilton, however, was not the first European to visit the Island. In 1521, the Spanish were
the first confirmed Island visitors, but many historians speculate that English explorer
Sebastion Cabot may have sighted its shores during his expedition to the New World in
1497. In the 1560's, French Huguenot colonists sought refuge on Hilton Head Island,
fleeing persecution in their own Catholic homeland. The Huguenots christened Port
Royale Harbour, now known as Port Royal Sound, and charted the Island on French maps
as "lle de la Riviere Grande" - Island of the Broad River. Soon they moved to more
protected water, settling in an area that today is known as Beaufort, South Carolina.

Earliest Inhabitants

When Hilton landed on the Island in 1663, he was greeted by Spanish-speaking Indians
from the Yemassee tribe who had migrated north from Florida a hundred years earlier at
the behest of Spanish colonists. He also encountered the native Ewascus Indians, but little
is known of the earlier native civilization which inhabited the Island 4,000 years ago.
Remnants of mysterious shell rings, measuring up to 240 feet across and nine feet high,
can still be found on the Island. Yet, like the enigmatic rocks of Stonehenge and the
carvings of Easter Island, their secrets remain hidden from history. Today, visitors to
Hilton Head Island can view these rings in Sea Pines Forest Preserve and on the north
end of the Island off Squire Pope Road.

Plantation Life

In 1698, the English king granted several islands and some of the Lowcountry's mainland
to John Bayley. While the entire area was named Bayley's Barony, Hilton Head Island
was referred to as Trench's Island, in honor of Alexander Trench, Bayley's property agent
and collector of landlease fees.

John Barnwell became Hilton Head Island's first English settler in 1717 after receiving a

-mor e-



grant of 500 acres in what is now Hilton Head Plantation. However, Hilton Head Island
did not gain worldwide recognition until 1790 when another planter, William Elliott,
successfully raised the first crop of long-stem Sea Island cotton. Elliott, with the help of
his neighbor, Will Seabrook, pioneered a new type of fertilizer for the cotton, resulting in
record crops and wide acclaim for the Sea Island cotton.

By 1860, 24 plantations were in operation on Hilton Head Island. Although the main crop
was cotton, indigo, sugar cane, rice and other crops also were cultivated. Due to the land's
low elevation and hot summers, the wealthy landowners spent little time on the Island,
opting to locate their beautiful townhouses in less tropical environments on the

mainland.

Civil War

Seven months after South Carolina seceded from the Union, the shots fired on Fort
Sumter reverberated on Hilton Head Island. On November 7, 1861, the Island became the
scene of the largest naval battle fought in American waters. More than 12,000 Union
soldiers and marines landed on the Island, and in less than five hours, the Union fleet
captured both Fort Beauregard near Beaufort and Fort Walker on Hilton Head Island. The
Island fell into the hands of Federal troops, forcing Island families to evacuate their
plantation homes.

The Civil War and the subsequent abolition of slavery altered the prosperous and
patrician lifestyle of the plantation owners forever. The boll weevil proved to be even
more devastating, as the new technology took a fearful toll on Sea Island cotton.
Consequently, Hilton Head Island lapsed into obscurity, remaining isolated for over 90
years.

During this period, the Island maintained a small population of mostly the descendants of
former slaves. They survived modestly on small farms and as hunters and fisherman.
Their culture and language, both known as Gullah, survive today as a living legacy of
their strength and perseverance.

In the 1940's, the Island experienced a sort of re-birth when a group of timbermen
recognized great potential in the Island's tall, straight pines. Popularly called sea pines,
the trees produced lumber for a variety of uses.

The First Resort

In 1956, Charles Fraser, son of one of the families that owned the Island, realized that
Hilton Head Island had more to offer than just timber. Armed with vision, energy,
modern air conditioning and investment dollars, he created a master plan for a resort
community. His efforts were aided by the construction of a bridge to the mainland the
same year. Sea Pines Plantation became the prototype of the modern resort community,
now copied around the world.
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Incorporated as a town in 1983, Hilton Head Island is now home to several
environmentally planned resort and residential communities, supporting more than
30,000 full-time residents. These communities have been named "plantations,” but cotton
fields have been replaced by lush green golf courses, tennis courts, shimmering lakes and
beautifully designed resorts and villas.

Despite this development, much of the Island remains as it was when sighted from
William Hilton's ship more than 300 years ago. Hilton Head Island's natural beauty,
spectacular seascapes and exceptional ecology now beckon a new generation of
explorers.
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SHOPPING, DINING AND ENTERTAINMENT ABOUND

Interspersed among the salt marshes, forests, sandy beaches and lush green fairways of
Hilton Head Island reside upscale shops, fine restaurants and world-class entertainment.
In fact, visitors to the Island will delight to find big-city shopping, gourmet dining and
entertaining in this friendly, quaint setting.

Shopping

From chic boutiques to exclusive outlet shops, Hilton Head Island offers fashionable,
fine-quality products in a pleasant shopping atmosphere. More than 200 on-Island shops
are located in intimate plazas, quaint marinas, elegant harbors and full-service shopping
centers, which compliment the Island's environment, architecture and history. Shoppers
will also find several upscale, recently renovated outlet centers that offer designer name
brands at significant savings, including: J.Crew, Ralph Lauren, Donna Buchman, Coach,
Nike, Waterford/Wedgewood, The Gap, Eddie Bauer and Brooks Brothers. A wide
selection of distinct art galleries, antique stores, specialty gift shops, gourmet stores,
sporting goods shops and jewelers complete the Hilton Head Island shopping experience.

Dining
